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Digital images are used, so �lm does not 
have to be developed. This means the 
technologist can evaluate the quality of the 
images as they�re taken, and women spend 
less time in the exam room.

Doctors can review 
images from their home or o�ce computers 
and share them with other doctors if 
necessary.
